Annual Report 2018-19

1. Establishment of the National Judicial Academy (NJA)
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The NJA, established in the year 1993 under the Societies Registration Act, 1860, is an independent society,
funded by the government of India to work under the guidence of the Supreme Court of India. The mandate
of the NJA as outlined in its articles of association and in various minutes of the meetings held time to time
of the governing bodies consitituted through its article of association is to organize the trainings to aid
judges in their judicial and administrative work. The NJA designs and delivers judicial education discourse
so as to assist judges from all over India by engaging them at its Bhopal campus in deliberations,
discussions, debates on court processes, procedures and application of substantive provisions of statutes to
provide justice as envisaged under the Constitution of India.
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2. Governing Bodies of the NJA

The Memorandum of Association of the NJA establishes Governing Council (GC) and General Body (GB)
for the NJA. The Chief Justice of India as Chairperson of both GC and GB selects other members of GB,
GC and other bodies established for governance of the NJA. As the Chairperson of the NJA is empowered
to establish any other committee for smooth functioning of the NJA, four more bodies have been established
so far for governance of the NJA. These are — the Executive Committee of the NJA (EC) for finalizing all
selection, recruitment and continuation of existing staff at the NJA, the Financial Committee of the NJA
(FC) for sanctioning financial approvals in matters pertaining to the NJA, Academic Council of the NJA
(AC) to advise on training and research activities of the NJA, and National Judicial Academic Council
(NJAC) to finalise the training calendars for both the NJA and the SJAs. The composition of these bodies
from period April 2018 to March 2019 was as under:

Newsletters and 4547 copies of resource material for distribution to participating judges and the state
judicial academies.
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10.  Discussions in Training Programmes

This section provides broad analysis of how trainings were designed, the nature of deliberations took place
in various sessions, and ideas for reform generated in training discourse which if implemented could be
helpful to the justice system. For the Academic Year 2018-2019, the programme wise deliberations for
total of 56 training courses held are summarized here below:

Workshop for Additional District Judges

P-1101: 17-19 Aug. 2018: P-1108: 07-09 Sept. 2018; P-1129: 02-04 Nov. 2018;
P-1155: 08-10 Mar. 2019; P-1159: 05-07 Apr. 2019
P-1101: Workshop for Additional District Judges (17-19 August 2018) deliberated on issues concerning
implementation of ADR system, sentencing practices, and court and case management systems in
subordinate courts, cyber-crimes and electronic evidence. Speakers focused on the advantages of ADR
processes, types of cybercrime viz. cyber stalking, cyber contraband, cyber trespassing, cyber laundering,
cyber vandalism, cyber slandering, cyber theft, cyber pornography, cyber fraud and cyber terrorism.
Theories of punishment and their relevance in determining the quantum of sentence also formed part of
discussions.

In the second such workshop P-1108: more focus was on the court and case management techniques. The
facets of court management viz. staff management, board management, proper allocation of work, case-
flow management, proper categorization etc. were discussed in detail. Some aspects of fair trial viz. audi
alteram partem i.e. proper hearing to both the parties, presumption of innocence, reasoned order, objectivity
in decision making etc. were also looked into. Experts acquainted judges on emerging crimes like data
theft, phishing, vishing, skimming, hacking etc. The seminar also included sessions on sentencing in
criminal cases and appellate jurisdiction in civil and criminal cases.

In third workshop P-1129, emphasis was on streamlining the court processes, efficient use of judicial time
and courtroom management and court management skills. The challenges in the collection and preservation
of electronic evidence formed part of deliberations and so also concept of crypto-currency and the method
of circulation and use of crypto-currency.

In fourth workshop, P-1155: attributes of fair trial and its relevance to the criminal trial were explained.
Provisions related to victim and witness protection, sentencing and probation were discussed in detail. IT
experts explained concept of ‘hashing’, digital footprint and ingredients of section 65B Information
Technology Act, 2000.

Fifth workshop P-1159 focused on challenges faced in the implementation of the ADR system in subordinate
courts which includes, building and enhancing functional capacity of mediation process, acceptability and
creditability of mediation process, and propagation and promotion of mediation. Participant judges
discussed issues relating to cross appeal, ex-parte decree and limitation period. In session on Electronic
Evidence, examination of Call Detail Record (CDR) and IMEI number, generation of hash value of external
storage device, issues relating to Section 65-B certificate and the various aspects relating to digital forensics
with special focus on the acquisition, authentication, analysis and documentation of data formed part of
discussions.
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CEEP Programmes:
P-1113 to 1122: 28 - 31 Sep. 2018 & P-1132 to 1141: 30 Nov. — 02 Dec. 2018

For P-1113 to 1122 [CEEP-1]: (28 — 30 Sept., 2018)- participants were from jurisdictions under the High
Courts of Allahabad, Bombay, Calcutta, Chhattisgarh, Delhi, Gauhati, Gujrat, Himachal Pradesh,
Hyderabad, Jammu & Kashmir, Jharkhand and Karnataka. The CJM, Advocate representing his Bar
Association, Prosecutor, and two members of staff in his court was a group invited from each of the high
court. The idea behind this conference was to bring all the stakeholders in the justice system together under
one roof to discuss how they can contribute to the excellence of their own court. It was emphasized that
‘Court exists for the litigants, not that litigants are for the Courts. Therefore, it is our responsibility to see
that common litigant gets the justice.” The stakeholders were apprised of the fact that our (court) system is
intimidating, it does not deliver results within time and that we allow the system to be hijacked by
wrongdoers. Mostly, those who proclaim faith in the system are all crooks and criminals because even after
conviction they have faith that system will do something for them. It is time for all of us to wake up and
ensure that the system works for the common man. For that to be done, first we should know where we stand
and then find a way that works best to enhance the quality of your own court functioning by mutual
discussion. When a stakeholder in a court considers that it could be done in his own capacity, 90% of things
would be solved without external aid by simply changing the attitude. In first round of discussions
stakeholders were divided into 4 groups viz. Judges, Prosecutors, Advocates and Ministerial Staff and each
group was instructed to fill a template through discussion among themselves. Each group was requested to
discuss and suggest the measures for the improvement in the performance of the court and how their group
can contribute to it and also to suggest how they can modify their functioning for improvement of
functioning of other duty holders. They made presentation on challenges and solutions provided by their
group. Most common problems were of infrastructure, lack of sufficient staff, non-cooperation from other
stake-holders etc. Suggestions included proper allocation of work, regular meetings of stakeholders, proper
communication in stakeholders etc. In second round of discussions participants were divided into 12 groups
court-wise and they were asked to prepare a realistic Court Excellence Enhancement Plan for their
respective Courts and also set 5 promissory steps/achievable objects which they would implement and
strive to achieve in their respective courts for next years. The participants prepared a comprehensive “Court
Development Plan” for their respective courts and also set five objectives to be achieved in next one year.
Most of them agreed that this was first of its kind experience for them and now they will take these
discussions to next level in their respective courts. Common objectives set by groups included opening
help desk/inquiry counter/PR officer in their court to help litigants, to be more sensitive to litigants, to
reduce old cases at least by 40 — 50 percent by the year end with the help of other stakeholders etc. The
conference was concluded emphasizing the need of coordination between all stakeholders for effective
functioning of justice system.

In CEEP-1I (P-1132 to 1141: 30 November- 02 December 2018) - stakeholders (Judicial Officer, Advocate,
Prosecutor, Ministerial Staff) from the High Courts of Kerala, Madhya Pradesh, Madras, Manipur, Orissa,
Patna, Punjab and Haryana, Rajasthan, Sikkim, and Uttarakhand participated. Same discussions on court
performance indicators followed by group discussions and presentations as took place in CEEP -I took
place. In this also, participants prepared a comprehensive “Court Development Plan” for their respective
courts and presented it. The presentations highlighted some pre-emptive steps that have been undertaken
and recommended solutions and ideas to improve the prevailing systems and enhance court excellence.
These presentations highlighted some key aspects which need attention in almost all the courts, like- proper
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listing of cases, help desk for litigants and witnesses, complaint boxes, frequent use of ADR methods for
effective disposal of cases, building coordination among stakeholders by organizing periodical meetings
and addressing the grievances.

Conference for HC Judges on GST

P-1124: 05-07 Oct. 2018 & P-1153: 01-03 Mar. 2019
NJA had organized two conferences for High Court Justices on recently introduced Goods and Services
Tax. In these three day conferences, judges were provided by tax experts and tax officials - insights into the
Goods and Services Tax Act, 2017 (hereinafter GST Act). Participating judges and experts deliberated
upon normative issues relevant to the evolution of indirect taxes, from a regime of distinct multiple taxation
to one of substantial uniformity across diverse tax domains and jurisdictions. P-1124 explored and
classified potential areas of conflict and litigation consequential to this legislative shift, the constitutional
evolution in the area and the adjudicative and socio-judicial consequences that result thereby. Conference
began with introduction to historical evolution of indirect taxes and its importance. The provisions of Indian
Constitution relating to taxing power viz. Art. 246 and Art. 246A were discussed in detail. The amended
provisions of Art. 246A and 269A relating to GST were elaborated. Constitutional perspective of GST &
its salient features were deliberated upon with special reference to leading tax cases in the history of Indian
Judiciary. The division of GST between Union and the States was explained with relevant constitutional
provisions. The deliberations also highlighted provisions relating to valuation of goods and services from
GST Acts, valuation, tax credit and input tax credit, capital, goods, services etc. The concept of Input Tax
Credit and conditions for benefits were discussed with great detail with special reference to legal provisions.
Anti-profiteering, which is one of the most important aspects of GST was also explained with special
reference to its object/purpose, mechanism and rationale. At the end, concepts of demands/ refunds,
normal/extended period of limitation, unjust enrichment, zero rated exports etc. were also discussed. In
second conference, P-1153: focus shifted on historical perspective the federal taxation structure of US,
Canada and India. The discussion also extended to the intricacies involved in the interpretation of section
12, 13 and 15 of CGST Act.

Conference for Newly Elevated HC Justices:
P-1131: 16-18 Nov. 2018 & P-1160: 12-14 Apr. 2019
The three day conference tailor made for the newly elevated High Court Justices facilitated deliberations on
use of ICT in courts; court management techniques to improve efficiency and strengthen justice
administration; core constitutional principles such as judicial review, federal architecture, separation of
powers, doctrine of basic structure and fundamental rights. In the session on “Constitutional Vision of
Justice”, the meaning and scope of constitutional vision of justice were discussed. “Law” and “Justice” were
distinguished and historic evolution of law and justice was traced referring to the Code of Hammurabi 1790
BC, Code of Assura 1075 BC, Draconian Constitution 620 BC, the Twelve Tables of Roman Law 451 and
450 BCE, Laws of Manu 200 BC and the Sharia Law 575 AD. Discussing the limitations of the archaic
laws, it was underscored that law changes because the concept of justice changes. The various aspects of
justice as envisaged in the Constitution of India viz. social, economic and political were discussed with
help of case law jurisprudence. Deliberations on Court and Case Management included the point of view
that a judge should manage his docket in a manner that s/he prioritizes old matters and do not let the new
matters become old. The need and role of specialized resources viz. “Court Managers” was dwelt upon. In
session on use and implications of ICT in courts, it was emphasized that though ICT is a pivot to better and
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cleaner judiciary, technology cannot and should not substitute human decision making. The paradox of
judicial activism and judicial adventurism was discussed. While dealing with the session on “separation of
power” it was advised that the doctrine must not be seen monochromatically through the lenses of
Montesquieu’s theory, because separation of power varies from country to country. Law intends to change
while keeping in mind practices, conduct, transaction and attitudes of people. The structure of Indian
Constitution with reference to Schedule VII, XI and XII was discussed. A comparison of federal structure
of US and EU was made and its relevance was discussed with reference to Indian quasi-federal structure.
While dealing with “Fundamental Rights and Restrictions on Entrenched Rights”, a brief discussion on
Magna Carta and the shift from human rights to fundamental rights was done. The case law
jurisprudence on the expansion of the scope and ambit of the fundamental rights was examined. Theory
of “Basic Feature” and its jurisprudence as developed by the Supreme Court of India was discussed.
Distinction between entrenched rights and basic structure was examined. The basic essence to indoctrinate
the art of hearing was underscored while emphasizing upon the inherent practices that a judge must develop
while hearing a case.

National Judicial Conference for High Court Justices
P-1105: 31 Aug. - 02 Sep. 2018; P-1128: 02-04 Nov. 2018; P-1145: 14-16 Dec. 2018;
P-1148: 11-13 Jan. 2019; P-1150: 08-10 Feb. 2019; P-1156: 22-24 Mar. 2019

About 6 conferences were held for high court justices to provide them a platform to share experiences,
insights and suggestions with their colleagues from across high courts. These conferences engaged judges
in discussion on social context adjudication, precedents navigating through conflicting decisions, judicial
review, separation of powers and free and fair election. For instance in P-1105, justices were taken through
the Canadian concept of social context adjudication and how same could be implemented effectively. Some
contemporary issues pertaining to judicial review and separation of powers were also discussed during the
session. On corporate frauds & manipulation: repercussions, deterrent mechanism, the genesis of corporate
fraud and its development into a distinct category of crime were also highlighted.

The second conference P-1128: (2-4 November, 2018) facilitated discussion on the concept of Justice and
vision of framers of the Constitution as enshrined in the preamble. Deliberations on the concept of judicial
discretion and sovereign immunity, impact of media on public perception, types of precedent namely
horizontal and vertical, Wambaugh’s test to determine the ratio decidendi, judiciary’s role in adjudicating
electoral disputes, role of investigating agencies in dealing with cases of corporate fraud, SEBI regulations
0f 2003, lacunas in the legal system, incompetence of administrative machinery, lack of training on global
and emerging areas of corporate frauds etc took place for the benefit of participants.

In P-1145, during the sessions, the genesis and importance of Arbitration and Conciliation Act was
highlighted. The conference deliberated upon the importance of Section 2(f) of the Act with regard to
international commercial arbitration and the extent to which courts in India have jurisdiction to decide the
matter were some key areas dealt amongst the justices. A reference was made to Bharat Aluminium Co. v.
Kaiser Aluminium Technical Services where the apex court addressed the issue of jurisdiction, overruling
Bhatia International v. Bulk Trading and restored the principal of territoriality choice of seat as exclusive
jurisdiction clause. The speaker further highlighted the emergence of third party funding whereby an
unrelated party provides financial funding in return for the eventual monetary award. Various provisions
of Arbitration and Conciliation Act, were also discussed at length.
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P-1148 was conceived to facilitate deliberations among participant justices on contemporary issues and
recent developments in direct taxation in India and globally. It provided a forum for discussing normative
issues pertaining to the evolution of direct taxes, interpretation of tax statutes, major dispute areas and the
role of the High Court; along with case studies and an overview of the constitutional provisions for finance
bills. The deliberations began with discussion on Article 265 of the Constitution of India terming it as the
guiding principle for the entire tax assessment authority and courts. A comparison between treaty law and
private international law was also discussed. While discussing domestic law and treaty interplay, attention
was drawn to Article 246 (1), Entry 14, List 1 of Schedule VII of the Constitution of India, wherein it was
pointed out that the Parliament can make law entering into a treaty as well as implementing it. Section 90
of the Income Tax Act, 1961 (IT Act) was also discussed. Basic components of taxation such as character
(taxable event), person obliged to pay the tax, rate of tax and measure or value were pointed out during the
discussion.

P- 1150 was organized with the objective of sensitizing judges on intellectual property rights, facilitating
effective adjudication of IPR disputes, strengthening enforcement and combating economic crimes. The
conference covered everyday litigation challenges faced in such a technical field. The conference provided
a platform for justices to share experiences, insights, and suggestions with a panel of distinguished resource
persons. The entire conference was divided into eight sessions over the duration of three days. The
conference included interactive sessions and round table discussions on Patents, Designs, and Trade Marks.
Early stages of evolution of intellectual property rights covering the Statute of ANNE 1710, Venetian
Patent Act 1474, National and International dimension of Intellectual Property Rights, TRIPS, Paris
Convention and importance and benefits of different [PR heads were discussed. The concept of reverse
engineering under the Semiconductor Integrated Circuits Layout Design, process for filing the patent
application and global challenges like digital environment, climate change and access to health care,
protection of traditional knowledge and preservation of biodiversity were also discussed.

Last such conference P-1156 was organized on the Commercial Courts Act, 2015. This provided a forum
for discussing normative issues pertaining to commercial dispute, IPR disputes, joint venture agreements
etc. Various definitions under Section 2 of the Act were discussed elaborately. The scheme of the Act,
constitution of commercial courts at the district level under Section 3, power of the judiciary to create
commercial court division under Section 4, appellate courts under Section 14, pre-institution mediation
under Section 12A(1) and various other significant sections of the Act i.e. - Section 7, 10(1) etc. were also
deliberated upon. The significance of the Novartis judgment [Novartis Ag v. Union of India, (2013) 6 SCC
1] was also highlighted. Seminar concluded by highlighting on the future of commercial dispute as e-
commerce disputes and allied matters.

Regional Conference on ‘Enhancing Excellence of the Judicial Institutions: Challenges & Opportunities
P-1123: South Zone — I: 29-30 Sep. 2018; P-1127: West Zone — I: 27-28 Oct. 2018;
P-1142: North Zone — I: 01-02 Dec. 2018; P-1146: East Zone — I: 22-23 Dec. 2018;
P-1149: South Zone —II: 19- 20 Jan. 2019; P-1152: West Zone — I1: 23-24 Feb. 2019;
P-1158: North Zone — I1: 30-31 Mar. 2019; P-1162: East Zone — I1: 27-28 Apr. 2019
All above regional conferences were organized by the NJA in collaboration with the High Courts and State
Judicial Academies. These regional conferences are designed to provide a forum for exchange of
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experiences, communication of knowledge and dissemination of best practices from across clusters of high
court jurisdictions in regions of our country and amongst hierarchies. They aim to accentuate the experience
of familial community between the high court and subordinate courts judicial officers. Intellectually, these
conferences aim to help judges revisiting the established and imperative norms of a constitutional vision
of justice and focus on some other specified topics relevant to the region.

The first regional conference P-1123 was organized in collaboration with the High Court of Karnataka and
Karnataka Judicial Academy at Bengaluru, Karnataka. The concept of justice as fairness, expressed in
terms of 'liberty' and 'equality of opportunity’ was discussed and how the noble laureate Amartya Sen in
his writings has deciphered the concept of 'Justice' was discussed in detail. The role of district judiciary in
implementing the constitutional vision of justice during the trial was highlighted in great detail. Various
factors which impede access of justice i.e. inordinate delay, exorbitant legal costs, weak enforcement of
laws, non-availability of adequate legal aid etc. were also discussed. Further, the two phases of the E- Courts
Projects, implementation of ICT in Delhi High Court and National Judicial Data Grid were discussed. The
distinction between the concept of online filing and e-filing was drawn and conditions which affect the
productivity of a judge in the court i.e. infrastructure, quality of assistance from the bar, trained court staff
etc. were deliberated upon.

P-1127 was hosted by Rajasthan High Court in collaboration with Rajasthan State Judicial Academy at
Jodhpur. The session on Constitutional Vision of Justice premised on the underscore that all courts
irrespective of hierarchy are constitutional courts and that the subordinate judiciary needs to apply the
principles laid down by the suitable precedents, so as to extend the constitutional vision of justice at the
grass-root level. In session on High Court and District Judiciary: Building Synergies it was emphasized that
SJAs should play a cardinal role in this regard to enable effective coordination and that a High Court judge
entrusted with the noble job of supervising district(s) must in essence exhibit him/herself as a mentor and
a guardian. The speaker further insisted that a judge’s biggest shield for withstanding any adverse scrutiny
by the High Court is a meticulously reasoned order. In the session dedicated on Revisiting Norms for
Appellate Review: Consequence of Frequent and Excessive Appellate Interference the issue of unfairly
considering the subordinate judiciary as incompetent, incapable or of doubtful integrity under the pretext
of justifying appellate or review jurisdiction was discussed. It was suggested to impose cost on delays,
adjournments and vexatious litigations and to limit the grant of interim relief after first level of litigation
as it is likely to reduce tertiary and circuitous litigations significantly. In session on Access to Justice:
Information and Communication Technology in Courts various positive changes that have been brought
about by the introduction of technology in the day-to- day functioning of the court system were highlighted
with special emphasis on the achievements of Phase I and II of the e-Courts project and the way forward
for Phase III. In the session on Access to Justice: Court and Case Management the recommendations made
by the NCMS baseline report relating to “best practices” for court management were discussed at length
which included infrastructural developments such as model court rooms, conference rooms, ADR centres,
judicial service centres, judges and staff residences etc. and organizational issues to be addressed such as
judge strength, establishment of special courts, appointment of adequate administrative and technical staff,
assignment of digital signatures, budget and finance, etc.

P-1142 was conducted in collaboration with the Jammu & Kashmir High Court and Jammu and Kashmir
State Judicial Academy at Jammu. During this conference, participant judges suggested that the sessions can
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be designed to incorporate issues specific to particular zones or region. Furthermore, it was also suggested
to include sessions dealing with the administrative work of judicial officers, such as, cadre management
and fiscal planning.

In P-1146 conducted in collaboration with the Jharkhand High Court and the Judicial Academy, Jharkhand,
discussions also included right to conduct a religious procession, public nuisance, difference between civil
imprisonment and criminal imprisonment and injunction for restraining a publication. Various strategies
for synergy building between two levels of judiciary for continued excellence were discussed. The
importance of data collection and data feeding regarding progress of cases was emphasized.

In P-1149 conducted in collaboration with Madras High Court and Tamil Nadu State Judicial Academy,
discussion on varied interpretations of the term “justice” took place. A major concern was raised during the
conference was that interaction between the High Court and the subordinate courts mainly is restricted to
disciplinary proceedings. The eCourts project and ICT enablement of the Indian judiciary were also
discussed in detail and it was recommended that a grievance redressal committee should be set up to resolve
various problems and issues faced by the staff.

In P-1152 organized in association with the Gujarat High Court and Gujarat State Judicial Academy at
Ahmedabad, speakers highlighted on frequent and excessive appellate interference and how the same may
result in the loss of public faith in the courts of first instance, why judicial officers must focus on improving
their court management skills to deal effectively with frivolous litigations besides emphasizing
prioritization of litigation disposal on the basis of urgency to meet the ideals enshrined in the constitution.
Participant judges suggested need to engage court managers to develop a congenial atmosphere in courts
so that as judicial officers they are able to concentrate fully on their judicial work.

P-1158 was organised in collaboration with the High Court of Uttarakhand and the Uttarakhand Judicial
and Legal Academy relevance and interplay of the constitutional vision of justice in exercise of jurisdiction
by the district judiciary was discussed. The need for objective judging according to law, shirking the
influence of personal biases, prejudices and baggage was stressed on. The speakers discussed provisions
pertaining to the superintendence powers of the High Courts and the extent and limits to such powers.
Concerns were raised regarding security of judicial data with digitalization of courts and possibility of
hacking and theft of crucial data. The participants were advised to take safety measures including limiting
the use of devices only for judicial work on the LAN in the court premises and to refrain from copying data
on other devices or accessing the data on other systems. The tools of mind management, time management
and stress management as necessary elements for effective judicial functioning were discussed and
motivation, communication, knowledge, skills, attitude, leadership and team building were emphasized on
as management skills that every judge mustdevelop for effective management of the court.

P-1162 was conducted in collaboration with the High Court of Tripura and Tripura Judicial Academy at
Agartala. During the conference it was emphasized that a strong, independent, impartial, and a well-
organized judiciary is essential to an effective system of democratic governance. District judges were
suggested to handle the appeals of judicial officers with utmost rationality and should guide the juniors in
ratifying the errors. A reference was made to the case of Krishnakant Tamrakar vs. State of Madhya Pradesh
where the court stressed on revisiting the norms of appellate authority not merely on approach but on the
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structure of consideration of appeal. The chronological phases of e-committee and how efficiently, the
committee transformed the judicial administrative system and justice delivery was discussed at length.

Orientation Programme for Junior Division Judges
P-1107: 06-12 Sep. 2018; P-1130: 16-22 Nov. 2018; P-1147: 04-10 Jan. 2019;
P-1154: 01-07 Mar. 2019
A seven day programme for judicial magistrates was organized four times during the academic year to
orient young magistrates to ideals and vision of justice as contemplated under the Constitution of India. The
first such orientation took place as P-1107: (6-12 September, 2018). In this orientation, speakers discussed
about the Constitutional Vision of Justice, the ideals of justice which inspired the framers of our
Constitution in envisaging a just and egalitarian society within the framework of a liberal democracy,
importance of gaining citizens’ trust and confidence in the judicial system for successful operation of
constitutional democracy, etc. Furthermore, the session also focused upon impartiality of judges, doctrine
of separation of powers, respect for rule of law and protection of the interest of minorities. In session on
Core judicial values the values that must be adhered to by the judicial fraternity at all levels were
highlighted such as independence, impartiality, integrity, propriety, competence and diligence. The session
on Courtroom Technology gave an insight of what ICT is and how it is useful in bringing transparency in
the courts with special focus on the achievements of Phase I and II of the e-Courts project and the way
forward for Phase III. The session on Court and Case Management deliberated on how judges and court
administrators must work together and coordinate their efforts in key areas of court administration while
emphasizing upon the need for handling disruptive persons, aggressive lawyers, reluctant witnesses,
sluggish staff and avoiding unnecessary adjournments. In session on Law of Precedents the speaker focused
upon the identification and application of ‘Ratio Decidendi’ and the role of precedents in the decision
making process. The session on Cybercrimes illustrated the history of internet and enlightened the
participants on the pros and cons of social media while discussing in detail the various kinds of cybercrimes.
Further, it was stressed that one of the pragmatic problem is that the government does not own cyber space,
and it is rather owned by private companies, hence, control over the technology crimes becomes all the more
intricate. In session on Electronic Evidence the impact of digital footprints and appreciation of electronic
evidence in contemporary times was highlighted upon while deliberating upon issues like types of digital
evidence, its relevance, veracity and authenticity, significance of meta-data and requirement of Section 65B
certificate. The session on Forensic Evidence was categorized broadly into three parts- issues relating to
potency test, problem of negative viscera reports and the legal aspects of DNA profiling in addition to the
discussion on a number of high profile cases such as the Rajiv Gandhi assassination, Sheena Bora murder,
Arushi Talwar and Hemraj murder, Bodhgaya blast, Delhi gang rape, Priyadarshini Mattoo murder case,
etc. In session on Framing of Charges it was asserted that framing of charges is a cardinal judicial activity
and therefore the session deliberated upon the necessary skills for correctly and accurately framing charges
and the materials which facilitate the framing of charge such as police report, examination of the accused,
medical report, statement of witnesses etc. In session on Art, Craft and Science of Judgment Writing it was
suggested that judgment must be simple, and must not be equivocal or vague, must ensure the narration of
facts, framing of issues, analysis of the evidence and that the flow of the language must be clear, logical
and coherent. The session on Art of Hearing suggested that the continuous process of elimination of the
unimportant, prejudicial, impertinent, and distracting fractions of deliberations must be mastered by a judge
to help him/her reach out a reasoned decision or opinion. The session on Role of Judge in securing Gender
Justice was aimed at sensitizing the judges as to how to secure and promote gender justice in their capacity
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as a judge wherein a number of legal issues were highlighted such as protection order in an injunction plea,
child custody matters and compensation to a female victim. In session on ADR and Plea Bargaining the
speaker elaborated upon the various types of alternative dispute resolution mechanisms and the type of
cases suitable to be sent for settlement through ADR such as motor accidental claims, land references,
banking related suits, summary suits, family disputes, possession suits, specific performance, commercial
disputes and corporate litigations. The session also delved into hypothetical exercises to make participants
aware of aspects and procedures to be followed by them under a controlled simulated situation. The session
on Managing Judicial Stress focused on clinical approach to deliberate on the subject matter in order to
identify stress triggers amongst the judicial officers and also suggested practices that must be adopted to
reduce or control stress. The session on Impact of Media on Judicial Decision Making the discussion
pertained to the scope and limitation of freedom of speech and expression, Reardon Report and the Medina
Report, objective view of law and facts, exercise of self-regulation by the media houses and that judges
must ensure media trial does not hamper fair investigation, and more importantly does not prejudice the
defence of accused in any manner whatsoever. In session on Fair Trial Procedure the attributes of fair trial
were discussed like competent, independent and impartial court, right to fair hearing, notice of the nature
of charge, adequate time and facilities for preparation of defence, trial without undue delay, right to an
interpreter, prohibition on self-incrimination and examination and cross examination of a witness on the
same day so as to ensure that they don’t turn hostile.

This orientation was repeated in P-1130 (16 - 22 November 2018) again. In this, sessions also involved
discussions pertaining to the role of judges in upholding constitutional democracy. It was emphasized that
judges of district judiciary play a vital role in strengthening the democracy. Sessions on judgment writing
and art of hearing were organized to brush language skills. In session on cyber-crimes concepts like
spoofing, hacking, rooting etc. were discussed.

In the third orientation P-1147: (04 - 10 January 2019) sessions were designed to facilitate participant
officers to share their experiences and views with counterparts from other States and to deliberate on several
aspects of law and practice relevant to enhancing the quality of performance. The idea was to provide
participants a unique platform to share experiences and assimilate best practices.

In the fourth orientation P-1154: (01 — 07 March 2019), speakers explained constitutional vision of justice
by referring to the Basic Structure Doctrine evolved in Kesavananda Bharati judgment. The speakers gave
many suggestions for effective court management which included monitoring of all the records of the courts
and fixing similar cases together. Speakers also deliberated at length upon the social and media pressure
emerging in contemporary times and how to tackle such challenges without affecting the outcome of a case.

National workshop for Principal District Judges

P-1103: 24 — 26 August, 2018 on Court Administration, Management and ICT
P-1110: 14-16 September, 2018 on Constitutional and Administrative Law
P- 1144: 07 — 09 December, 2018 on Access to Justice and Legal Aid
P-1103 offered a forum to deliberate on contemporary themes like re-engineering court process through
technology amalgamation, relationship management between stakeholders, court management system,
human resource management, performance assessment, time management to strengthen court
administration.
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P- 1110 incorporated discussions on the art of hearing, overview of the Constitution, fair trial rights and
doctrine of stare decisis. The sessions also enabled discussions on core Constitutional principles such as the
theories of judicial review, doctrine of basic structure and the rule of law.

Third national workshop for PDJs P- 1144 addressed challenges which impede access to justice and
provided a forum to judges to come up with strategies to ensure access to justice despite adverse economic,
social or cultural conditions. Most importantly, the scope and criteria for entitlement of legal services, and
power and functions of various Legal Services Authorities was discussed. The initiatives viz. “Tele Law
Scheme” launched in July 2017, “Nyay Mitra Scheme” launched in April 2017, “Nyay Sampark” etc. were
also elaborated upon.

Refresher Course for Special Courts SC/ST Courts
P-1104: 24-26 August 2018; POCSO courts: P-1111: 14 - 16 September 2018;
JIBs: P1112: 21-23 September 2018; CBI courts: P-1125: 12 - 14 October 2018;
Family courts: P-1126: 12- 16 October 2018; Labour courts: P-1143: 07 - 09 December 2018;
Commercial courts: P-1151: 08 - 10 February 2019; PMLA courts: P-1157: 22 -24 March 2019

P-1104 facilitated discussions on vital issues relevant for judges of Special Courts constituted under SC/ST
(Prevention of Atrocities) Act, 1989 including objectivity and neutrality in judging, challenges in trial
process, rights of victims and responsibilities of special court. It provided a platform to participants to share
experiences and to deliberate upon constraints faced by them individually in effective implementation of
the Act. Participants discussed various issues relating to filing of complaint by an individual belonging to
SC/ST in a state where his caste does not come within the ambit of SC/ST, conflict between the provisions
of SC/ST (Prevention of Atrocities) Act and POCSO Act, scope of presumption under Section 8(c) of the
Act, filing of complaint by an individual belonging to SC/ST after his conversion to another religion and
necessity of production of caste certificate before the court by the victim. The participants raised concerns
regarding difficulty in adhering to the timelines provided in the legislation.

P-1111 was designed to facilitate discussions on issues related to recording & appreciation of evidence,
presumption & burden of proof under POCSO Act, age determination, and rehabilitation and compensation
for child victims of sexual offences. The subject experts shared their thoughts on the significance of
childhood in shaping the personality of a child, impact of sexual abuse during the childhood and also
highlighted on challenges in interviewing a child victim of sexual abuse and how the judges can overcome
these challenges by adopting child friendly attitude and procedures. The absence of robust police and
prosecution wings across the country was identified as one of the main reasons for less number of
convictions. Lack of adequate training and understanding of the dynamics of child sexual abuse was also
considered as one of the areas of concern.

P-1112 provided a forum to deliberate on recent changes in the law, interpretation and treatment of
juveniles in conflict with law, psycho-social aspects of juvenile justice administration, appropriate
processes and strategies for care and protection of juveniles, audit on efficiency of Juvenile Justice Boards
and other duty holders. The constitutional provisions for children under the Constitution of India,
international conventions and national policy for children were also discussed in the workshop. Role of JIB
in monitoring child care institutions in light of judgement of the SC in Bhanu Das AIR 1977 SC 102 and
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Giasuddin v. State AIR 1977 SC 1936 were discussed. Judges were made to participate in role play so as to
understand what was their take back home message from the course.

P-1125 was structured to facilitate deliberations on investigation procedures adopted by the CBI in
prosecution of civil servants, economic offences and sentencing practices. The sessions enabled discussions
on contemporary themes such as appreciation of electronic evidence, forensic evidence and the modus
operandi of cyber crimes. Experts dealt with the standard operating procedures (SOP) in investigation
adopted by CBI. The participants raised concerns regarding various acts and omissions by the investigative
agencies which affect the trial like delay in forwarding complaints, non-scrutinizing of documents by
police, filing of incomplete charge sheet and non- production of original documents. The judges expressed
their concern regarding the prevailing practice of unnecessary witnesses being called by the police and lack
of assistance by investigating officers. Judges suggested for videography of the whole procedure of
collection of evidence and an internal mechanism to scrutinize charge sheets.

P-1126 sensitized participants regarding the role of Family Court judges and relevant judicial persona to
be inculcated to encourage amicable settlement of family disputes. The refresher course also provided an
inter-disciplinary perspective to family disputes, strived to evolve mechanisms to address concerns of
litigants and impacted parties and familiarized participants with techniques of mediation, couple therapy,
group therapy and other skills requisite to enable qualitative and expeditious adjudication. Emphasis was
placed on the need to adopt a therapeutic approach to resolve disputes, while addressing underlying causes
of dispute. The participants raised the issue of conflict between customary laws in Nagaland and the central
legislation which poses a problem in adjudication of dispute before the court. They also raised the issue that
in cases where no property is found for realization of maintenance amount, whether the court can order
rigorous imprisonment to ensure that the payment received by the husband in jail can be used to provide
maintenance to the wife. The main areas of concern highlighted included non-cooperation by advocates,
problem posed by unit system in recognizing and appreciating efforts made in mediation and counselling,
filing of baseless complaints against family court judges, delays caused by advocates and litigants,
inadequacy of legal aid provided to litigants, practice adopted by advocates of determining their fees as a
percentage of permanent alimony granted to wife, non- availability of counsellors, delay in payment or no
payment to counsellors, delay in execution of the orders of the court, contravention of visitation orders and
non- availability of children room incourt.

P-1143 provided a forum for sharing evolving norms and jurisprudence in respect of labour disputes. The
concept of socio-economic justice in context of labour laws, constitutional provisions for protection of
weaker and disadvantaged section, contribution of the Supreme Court of India in developing labour law
jurisprudence, the scheme of The Contract Labour (Regulation & Abolition) Act, 1970, were all explained
in detail. The evolution and development of the concept of unfair labour practices from historical point of
view was also discussed. The expressions discharge and dismissal was further explained citing relevant
landmark judgments. Provisions on prohibition of strikes & lock-out, general

prohibition for strikes & lock-out, illegal strikes & lock—out, prohibition of financial aid to illegal strikes and
lock-outs, prohibition of unfair labour practice, penalty for illegal strike & lock-out, penalty for giving
financial aid for illegal strikes and lock-outs, protection of person and representation of parties were also
discussed.
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P-1151 was organized with the objective of capacity building of the presiding officers of commercial courts
for expeditious adjudication of cases under the Act. The course facilitated deliberations on challenges
arising during adjudication of commercial disputes and involved discussions on various issues in the sphere
of Intellectual Property Rights, construction and infrastructure agreements, joint venture agreements etc.
Judges were apprised with the recent amendments in the Act and the discussions led to sharing of best
practices from different states. Judges shared their concerns on lack of ICT enablement in areas like service
of summon, absence of adequate infrastructure, docket explosion due to reduction of pecuniary jurisdiction
and transfer of cases, absence of exclusive commercial courts and absence of trained mediators. They also
raised concern about them being designated as commercial court judges under the Act and at the same time
also handling other portfolios under different special enactments.

P-1157 was a Refresher Course on Prevention of Money Laundering Act, 2002 to provide basics of money
laundering as economic offence, history and evolution of laws against money laundering, national and
international responses to money laundering. The sessions also included Role of Special Court under PML
Act, its power under the Act, remand, and cognizance, Trial Procedures and speedy trial, Bail under PML
Act and Cross-border Money Laundering etc. Amid the talk, the members shared best practices on Burden
of Proof and Appreciation of Evidence in PML Act. During the discourse, concept of ‘Money Laundering’
as the concealment of the origins of illegally obtained money was discussed. Scheme of the PML Act was
discussed referring to each of the chapters. Speakers also articulated the stages of Money laundering viz.
Placement, Layering and Integration. Provision relating to bail and twin conditions therein were discussed
in detail with special reference to judgement Nikesh Tarachand Shah v. Union of India and subsequent
amendment to the PML Act.

National Workshops for Magistrates
P-1102: 17-19 August 2018 and P-1106: 31 August - 2 September 2018

P-1102 was Workshop on Prevention of Cruelty to Animals Act, 1960 designed to enhance and update
knowledge and skills of judicial officers dealing with issues involving trafficking, atrocities on and
exploitation of animals and evolving strategies to deal with the challenges, in the context of The Prevention
of Cruelty to Animals Act, 1960 and The Wildlife Protection Act, 1972 and notifications issued there under.
The concept of cruelty and development of laws to prevent cruelty across the world was also deliberated
upon. Provisions of law pertaining to animals under the IPC, the Constitution of India and some landmark
judgments from High Courts and Supreme Court were discussed.

P-1106 was Workshop on the Pre-Conception and Pre-Natal Diagnostic Techniques (Prohibition of Sex
Selection) Act, 1994 organized to enhance the capacity of magistrates for better implementation of the
provisions of the PC & PNDT Act and the expeditious disposal of cases. Theworkshop focused on issues
regarding social context of the PC & PNDT Act, grey areas between medical termination of pregnancy and
sex-selection, role and functions of authorities under the Act, constitutional roots of the Act and judgments
of the Supreme Court of India for proper implementation of the Act. Data on missing girls because of female
foeticide in India was shared with participating judges. Lack of capacity to file proper complaint by
appropriate authority and substandard investigation were some of the concerns that were raised by
magistrates. The laws and judgments on regulation of advertisement on sex selection were discussed upon
queries being raised by the participants.
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Training of Trainers Workshops
P-1161: 12-14 April 2019; ACM: 13 April 2019; P-1109: 10-14 September 2018;
SE-12: 20 — 21 April 2019

P-1161: Training of Trainers for SJAs was conceived to develop a standard framework for judicial training
by structuring modern teaching principles and andragogy with assistance drawn from in-house experience
and domain experts to explore new training modules for minimizing learning processes. The sessions
included discussions on teaching strategies in modern adult education, substantive knowledge, process and
decision making skills, active engagement and interactive teaching methods to meet the complex demands
of judging. It was highlighted that judicial education aims to fill existing gaps within the institution to
enhance public confidence. It was suggested that for adult learners his own experiences are very important
and accordingly the training course must be problem centric with more emphasis on practice and less theory.
Members of SJAs suggested to formulate a uniform questionnaire for the selection of magistrates or entry
level of judges to create a filter at very initial stage. It was highlighted that the biggest constraint in
imparting judicial training is language followed by fear and lack of confidence. It was suggested that
trainers must have clarity to impart and make the training effective, and they must try to gauge the depth
of knowledge of judicial officers while designing future programmes. On impact assessment of judicial
training, it was mentioned that inputs from participants help in better structuring of the training. Judges and
trainers should design, deliver, review the result of program and it should be a continuous process. It was
suggested that feedback from participants be used and implemented to improve future training programs.
Best practices on the use of Information and Communication Technology by SJAs were also discussed.

ACM: A one day Meeting of Judges In-charge of Judicial Education from high courts and the Directors of
SJAs was held on 13™ April 2019, chaired by Justice S.A. Bobde from the Supreme Court of India. The
objective of this meeting was to discuss the road map for the next academic year regarding programmes
that NJA should continue to deliver and about burden of SJAs in respect of state level trainings. State
Judicial Academies were asked to send their annual calendar for academic year 2019- 2020 to the NJA and
these all calendars were deliberated upon and discussed threadbare during this one day meeting. Judges gave
very important inputs to improve annual academic calendar of state academies as well as for content
orientation of courses at the NJA like allocation of actual judicial work during induction period, courses
on stress management, introduction of aptitude test for selection of a fresh law graduate as a junior division
judge, courses dealing with the issue of temperament of trainee judges, regarding character building of
judges during the training period, preparation of a master list of resource persons.

P-1109: Workshop on Counter Terrorism in collaboration with CEELI Institute/FJC for High Court Justices
(Phase II) at Washington. D.C. (10-14 September 2018) was organized to build capacity of judges to act as
trainers for training district judges on adjudication of terrorism related cases. In this workshop 8 high court
judges participated to get an overview on the U.S. Criminal Justice system applicable in terrorism cases.
The workshop was conducted in two parts, the first part was held at the FIC, Washington DC involving
standard classroom learning, in an adult education format. The second part was at Los Angeles, California
where the participant judges had the opportunity to get an on-site observation, interaction with local judges
and other courtroom personnel. The discussions during the exchange included following key aspects: First,
Judges need a mix of substantive knowledge and decision-making skills as adults learn and retain
knowledge and skills most effectively through interactive teaching methods and active engagement.
Second, sessions focused on how education technologies enable the FIC to provide information to a larger
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number of judges and court staff in a timely fashion as against traditional workshops. These workshops
were followed up in Bhopal by organising SE-12: (20 — 21 April 2019) wherein judges who participated
in the US TOT conferences were asked to prepare the training modules on core theme relevant to
adjudication of terrorism trial.

These modules were presented and compared with the South Asia Regional Toolkit for Effective
Adjudication of Terrorism cases. Besides trainer judges were given sessions on developing presentation
skills, facilitating group discussions, working on program material, time management and finalizing the
course and content for future workshops on counter terrorism.
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11. Reports on Special Events

Seminar for Foreign Judges
[Bangladesh]: SE-02, 05-11 Oct. 2018; SE-03: 07-13 Dec. 2018;
SE-06: 15-21 Feb. 2019; [Bangladesh & Fiji]: SE-05: 11-17 Jan. 2019

A Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) has been signed between the National Judicial Academy (NJA),
India and the Supreme Court of Bangladesh for organizing training and capacity building of Bangladesh
judicial officers. For the year 2018-19, four batches, each of 40 judicial officers visited India and
participated in 15 days training programme (7 days at NJA and 7 days at SJA).

Pursuance to the MOU, SE-02: a 7 day training programme for Senior Assistant Judges, Assistant Judges
and Magistrate of the first batch nominated by the Supreme Court of Bangladesh was organized by the NJA.
During the 7 days at NJA, participating judges were acquainted with elements of judicial behavior- ethics,
neutrality and professionalism, skills of judging and judgment writing. Sessions on constitutional vision of
justice, evidentiary principles, DNA Profiling, human rights principles, precedent, court & case
management and use of ICT in administration of justice were also provided. Same course was repeated as
SE-03 for different batch of judicial officers from Bangladesh. Later on it was repeated for yet another
batch of judicial officers as SE-06.

Apart from above, SE-05: Seminar for Foreign Judges was organized for the judges of Bangladesh and Fiji
from 11th- 18th January, 2019. The programme was spread over 14 Sessions over the period of 5 days. The
participating judges from Bangladesh and Fiji comprised a mixed group of judges including High Court
Judges, Senior Judicial Magistrates, Judicial Magistrates and Members of Law Commission. The seminar
involved deliberations on the emerging issues in the field of constitutional law, principles of law relating to
evidence in civil and criminal matters, judicial skills and human rights law, etc. Efforts were made to find a
common ground in the constitutional jurisprudence of different countries and to share the ‘best practices.’
The deliberations were initiated with an extensive discussion on overview and architecture of the Indian
Constitutional arrangement. Stress was laid on constitutional spirit, ideals, values and silences while
interpreting the constitutional provisions. Further, salient features of Indian Constitution, namely quasi-
federal structure, separation of powers, preamble, fundamental rights and directive principles of state
policy, etc., were deliberated. The speakers stated that unlike Bangladesh, in India, there has been no
attempt by any defence establishment to overthrow the Constitution because the doctrine of basic structure
has been implanted in the psyche of the people and institutions, which commands respect to the principles
underlying the Constitution.

Seminar for Tribunals:
SE-01: Seminar for members of the Income Tax Appellate Tribunal (21-23 September 2018); SE-
04: Seminar for members of the Income Tax Appellate Tribunal (4- 6 January 2019);

SE-07: Seminar for Members of the Railway Claims Tribunal (16-17 February 2019);
SE-08: Workshop for Senior IRS (C& IT) Officers on Adjudication Skills (15 -16 March 2019); SE-
10: Seminar for Members of CESTAT (2 -3 Feb. 2019);

SE-11: National Seminar for Presidents of District Consumer Forum (09 -10 March 2019)
SE-01 was organized for members of the Income Tax Appellate Tribunal (ITAT) for identification of
adjudicatory challenges and solutions and to provide a perspective on emerging issues in tax law in the light
on evolving jurisprudence in tax law, seminal rules of interpretation and evidentiary standards in tax law.
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The social contract basis of taxation and objectives of taxation i.e. equity, convenience, economy and
certainty as the basis of a fair taxation system were discussed. The 4 crucial elements of a valid tax statute
i.e. nature of taxable event, person on whom the tax is to be imposed, rate of tax, and measure or value to
which the rate will be applied for computing tax liability were explained. Major concerns expressed in
course of the discussion included — need for standardization of the process of assessment, failure to send
requisite intimation or notice to assessee, improper approvals taken by the assessing officers, assessing
officer’s lack of technical expertise, improper use of search orders to extend time for investigation, failure
to record grounds of satisfaction necessitating search by the assessing officer, failure to issue notice to the
assessee for visiting penalty under Section 271C specifying whether the penalty is attracted for concealment
or for inaccurate statement of particulars resulting in striking down of penalties in most cases. Basic
principles of taxation (equity, clarity reasonable in administration and convenience, and the constitutional
principle that that a person cannot be taxed without the authority of law) as propounded by Adam Smith
were elaborated upon and canons of tax (elasticity, productivity, simplicity, diversity and expediency) were
emphasized on. Attributes of a fair taxation system, (i.e. progressive taxation, vertical equity and horizontal
equity) in view of the mandate of Article 38 of the Constitution of India was discussed to emphasize the role
of tax in ensuring social and economic justice. The rationale for Double Taxation Avoidance Agreements
(DTAA) was discussed. The structure, application and distributive rules of international tax treaties were
explained. The equalization levy as a separate levy in the Finance Act, 2016 on online advertisement,
provision for digital advertising space etc. and potential impact on DTAA was discussed. The background
of General Anti-Avoidance Rules (GAAR) was discussed and tax evasion was distinguished from tax
avoidance. Sham transactions, whether illegal in form or substance, as a mode of tax evasion was also
discussed. This conference was then repeated for another batch of members as SE-04. In addition, the
session on method of profit split, aggregation, pointer system and the OECD guidelines was also provided.

SE-07: was designed to deliberate upon the need for adopting a non-litigative approach under the
superintendence of RCT, methodologies for securing investigatory support for ascertaining genuineness of
claims, securing statutory reports in time, to identify appropriate strategies and implement Information
Technology for expeditious disposals in RCT. The charter of RCT in light of social welfare scheme under
the Railways Act was discussed at length. Further, statutory interpretation of key concepts like untoward
incident, self-inflicted injury and criminal act were discussed during the sessions. Components of decision
making incorporating best practices, execution of awards, managing difference of opinions in bench
including bench etiquettes and improving relations with the bar were some other areas deliberated upon. It
was suggested that the railways must setup an anticorruption branch to find out the cartels involved in fake
cases. Lastly, the benefits of Lok Adalats in cases pertaining to railway accident claims were also
highlighted.

SE-08: was organized for senior IRS (C&IT) officers for capacity building in ‘Adjudication Skills’. The
workshop aimed to explore and understand the role of civil services in a democracy. Emphasizing the
vitality and the role of civil services, balance between meritocracy and counter factors impacting the same
in a functional democracy was critically analyzed. One of the problems shared in the course was the
systemic “distrust” prevalent in the bureaucracy. The intangible political alignment in civil services was
identified as a factor which further depletes trust amongst the civil servants. A reference to Article 311 as
a shield against mala-fide transfers etc. formed part of the discussion. The customary law relating to
neutrality, rule of law and principles of natural justice was referred to understand the prevalence and
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evolution of these concepts in the Indian municipal legal system. The speaker also discussed the
constitutional authority of local self-government bodies to levy tax as delegates with their own revenue
requirements. The speaker also dwelt on difference between charging sections, procedural sections and
exemption provisions.

SE-10: was designed to provide a forum for judicial and technical members of the Customs, Excise and
Service Tax Appellate Tribunal [CESTAT] to discuss and share experiences, knowledge and best
practices. The seminar facilitated deliberations on issues including constitutional and statutory mandate of
the Tax Statutes including scope for equitable construction, generic pathologies in assessment proceedings,
role of the CESTAT, Article 265 of the Constitution for imposition of tax, objectives of taxation i.e. equity,
convenience, economy and certainty as the basis of a fair taxation system. Concerns regarding pro-revenue
tendencies, fixation of target with time limits and imposition of huge penalty amount were expressed during
discussions. The use of technology for tax evasion was explained through the example of Airtel e-wallet
fraud in which artificial e-wallets were created.

SE-11: aimed at capacity building for members of the District Consumer Forum towards speedy disposal
of cases. Discussion on inadequacies of Consumer Protection Act took place. The seminar emphasized on
the object of the Consumer Protection Act, contemporary adjudication challenges in complex disputes of
e-commerce, online frauds, Real Estate (Regulation and Development) Act, guidelines stated under
Consumer Protection (Administrative Control over the State Commission and the District Forum)
Regulations, 2018, etc.
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12. Separate Audit Report of the Comptroller and Auditor General of India on the

From the above, it is evident that the Academy received the
Grant-in-Aid (revenue) from the Government of India in
regular intervals by the Academy and utilized the same for
making payments of revenue expenses for functioning of the
National Judicial Academy on regular basis.

As the funds were regularly utilized by the Academy for
payment of salary and allowances, security services,
housekeeping services, electricity charges, operation and
maintenance charges of Heating, Ventilation and Air-
conditioning System (HVAC), catering services, transportation
services, academic programme expenses etc., the Academy
could not invest aforesaid funds for earning interest on the
same.

The construction activities are put on hold by NBCC (India) Ltd.
for the last two years. In this regard, the Academy has been
regularly following-up with the NBCC (India) Ltd. to complete
the project immediately and the Department of Justice has
also been informed from time to time in this regard.

Now, NBCC officials contacted the Academy and informed that
the supplemental works i.e. supply of electricity, water,
sewage system, roads, external lighting system and other
development works are not covered under the existing MoU.
Therefore, NBCC officials furnished a new draft MoU for
completion of the aforesaid supplemental works. The
Academy has reviewed the draft MoU and submitted the
